changing gear on a rough section of road) good enough fcr the 1l4th
place with a new club junior/national junior record of 1.55.20%.
The event was won by John French (Leo RC) in 1.45.37 followed by
Ian Short (Southend & City)in 1.46.57.

He started
number 12 experimented by riding all the way at level 4, it paid
off and after reaching the turn in under 10 minutes on his 56x12,
he returned a time of 20.59, 47 seconds off the winning time of Ian
Short who clocked 20.12.
