times winner of the Grand Prix des Nations.
2. This Hull based rider was twice world road race champion and 5 times world pursuit champion as well as
being unbeaten in BBAR competition for almost 25 years.
3. Standing 1 88m tall and weighing 78 kg this rider was a tour winner more than once, set a new hour record
and won an Olympic gold medal.
4. This miner’s son from Nottingham at 16 rode a 25mileTT in lhour 34. He was the greatest single day rider
Britain ever produced. In 1959 he moved to France to avoid National service and won the Tour of Flanders in
1961. He died aged 29.
