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he time trial season will soon begin again and for some the Ely Hardriders on the 17"

February will be the first event of 2002, though the weather at the moment doesn’t
encourage me to get out on my bike. As I sit composing this newsletter it is wet and very
windy — the sort of wind that makes me feel safer on a turbo trainer.

The Club’s annual prize presentation with delicious food provided by Tony and Sue was
attended by a good number of members, though some are obviously not night owls (see photo
elsewhere in this ‘letter). Several new awards were introduced, including the Ron Edwards
memorial cup, which was awarded to Alan Kidd as best placed Team Cambridge rider in the
Club open. — Thank you Tony and Sue.

Thank you also to Alan Kidd for the following summary of his season last year.

Season 2001 - or the benefits of Abbot Ale Training

All in all I had a pleasing season, although Zac Carr put things in perspective at the last race
of the season, the CC Sudbury 25. 1 did a pb of 58.26 and he did 48.12! The day before I'd
Just got the club vets record of 21.52 for a 10 and Carr and Taylor broke the competition
tandem record with an amazing 17.24!

During the season Steve Laurie and myself have been fighting it out in many events with just
a few seconds each way in all our rides. Generally I’ ve had the best of it in the 10”s whilst he
has, particularly after July, prevailed in the 25°s setting a new vet records of 57.17 in October.
This season I also rode 50s for the first time with average success my best being 2.06.04, an
event in which Steve got the vets record for a 50 with 2.02.55.

In June I rode the National 25 at Sawston as a reserve and clocked 1.02.38. Waiting at the
start for 11/2 hours and getting 10 seconds notice to start didn’t help my form but somehow I
don’t think I'd have troubled Dangerfield with a proper warm up and a 10 minute head start!
The E1/25 must take the award for being the rainiest track of the year. I rode it six times and
was totally soaked on five of those occasions, 1.02.33 being my best solo so far.

I was very happy and honoured to have won some of the club cups this season. It was
particularly good to have won the inaugural Ron Edwards Cup at the open.

Some new training plans, previously documented by Tony, seem to have helped my rides. I
can recommend up to five pints of Abbot/Old Speckled Hen a couple of days before an event
and intend to pursue this line of training next season, along with less training miles.

Targets for 2002 are to concentrate on 10’s with the object of getting down to a 20 something
— there I've nailed my colours to the mast! A second objective is to try some vets road races.
Definitely no longer distance stuff for me that’s Tony and Steve’s department.

That's about it — I've just done the Chesterfield Spire 10 in December in 22.42 on the 02/10
on the Al and it looks like a nice quick course providing one doesn’t get totalled at he
roundabout. That’s it until the Ely Hardriders so see you all at Newton in April.
